Compose aletter to the author of your book. (Y ou do not send the letter to the author, ssmply turn
it in with your report.) Theletter must be typed with paragraphs consisting of 4-6 complete
sentences.

Paragraph 1:  Tell theauthor what you liked or didn’t like about the book (Be specific).

Paragraph 2:  Givethe author some suggestions about how the book could be improved. If you
have no suggestionsfor the author, you may tell him or her who you would cast
in the movie version of the book and why (Again, be specific).

If you chooseto create a
movie poster, collage, or picture, you may use aregular 9x11 sheet of paper or you may use a
poster board.
