GLENVAR HIGH SCHOOL PARKING APPLICATION
AUTOMOBILE AND PARKING POLICY
Since bus service is provided by the taxpayers for all students who live over .6 miles from school, the driving of cars to school is unnecessary.  Also, parking space is at a premium at Glenvar High School.  Those who wish to drive to school must observe these regulations:

1. Licensed drivers will be considered for parking on school grounds.  Parking permits are a privilege and contingent upon remaining in good standing in both academics and attendance.  
2. A current decal must be displayed.  Students may not park on school grounds without a decal.  Decals must be displayed on the back side of the rearview mirror and will be issued for $40.00 each from the office. Parking passes will be prorated to $20.00 at the end of the first semester.  YOU MAY REGISTER ONLY ONE VEHICLE.  If you drive a different car to school on a particular day, you must come to the office and be issued a temporary tag.  If a decal is lost or destroyed, students are expected to purchase a replacement at a cost of $3.00.
3. Students are to park only in designated spaces.  STUDENTS MAY NOT PARK IN FACULTY, STAFF, OR VISITOR PARKING.  The faculty parking lot is off limits to student drivers.  Only seniors may park in senior parking spaces (those marked with a green line).  Students who park improperly will be subject to disciplinary action and/or their vehicles may be booted or towed.  Students with more than one parking violation may have their parking privileges revoked.
4. Students are expected to arrive on time for school each day just as if they had ridden the bus.  Being tardy to school because of a car problem will be unexcused.  Students who are tardy or absent unexcused five times during a semester are subject to revocation of their parking privileges. Tardiness due to car problems will be unexcused.
5. The driver is responsible for the behavior and action of all students in his/her car while on school grounds. The driver of the car is responsible for the car and its contents; the car is subject to search at the discretion of the administration.
6. All speed limits must be observed:  10 mph in the parking lot and 25 mph in a school zone. Reckless driving will result in the loss of parking privileges.  The Roanoke County Police Department and the school resource officer have jurisdiction over all school grounds.
7. Upon arriving at school, students are to come directly into the building and not remain in cars or in the parking lot.  STUDENTS MAY NOT GO TO THEIR CARS DURING THE SCHOOL DAY. Administrative permission must be obtained before students will be allowed into the parking lot during the school day.
8. Students not complying with these regulations will be subject to administrative disciplinary action and/or revocation of parking privileges.  If a student’s parking privileges are revoked, the student may not re-apply for a decal until the following semester.
9. ARBTC/Governor’s School students who drive are required to have a Glenvar High School parking decal.

I have read the Automobile and Parking Policy and understand all the regulations for proper parking, driving and conduct.  I understand that cars parked in violation of the regulations are subject to booting or towing.  I further understand that violation of parking regulations may lead to revocation of parking privileges and/or disciplinary action that will appear on a student’s permanent record. PLEASE BRING YOUR VEHICLE REGISTRATION AND DRIVER’S LICENSE TO PURCHASE A DECAL.
