E-Mail Usage

Attention Parents…
As you know, e-mail has become a fast and easy way to communicate.  However, this has also opened up concerns about confidentiality and student privacy.  In an effort to insure the proper use of the school system's resources and to protect the privacy of our students, Roanoke County Public Schools prohibits staff from using e-mail to communicate confidential student or employee information or to discuss student or employment matters.  Our use of e-mail is limited to routine matters, such as scheduling meetings.  

Examples of uses of email that will continue include:

· Scheduling meetings/conferences, eligibility meeting or child study meetings

· Newsletters, weekly homework assignments, etc.

· Clarification of routines or procedures

In addition, all e-mail related to a student with a disability (parent to teacher, teacher to teacher, teacher to parent, etc.) will become part of the student’s confidential record as per the Regulations Governing Special Education Programs for Children with Disabilities in Virginia once they are finalized- most likely around January 2009.  

If you have individual questions related to your child’s education, behavior, or medical care it is suggested that you contact the teacher by phone or write the teacher a note in the planner.
