Reading and Writing Strategies
Teacher Think-Aloud:  Read aloud to your students and model what they should be thinking about while they read (ex. predictions, questions, connections).
Before Reading- Basics:  Set a purpose, Activate prior knowledge, Preview the selection, 




Predict, Anticipate difficult vocabulary
· Anticipation Guides

· ABC Brainstorm:  Write down ideas/words for each letter of the alphabet for the given topic.
· True or False for given statements
· Agree/Disagree with given statements

· Written responses to concept/objective question

· Think-Pair-Share:  Students are given a topic or question to think about independently.  Then they discuss it with a partner.  Lastly they share with the class. (also for during or after reading)
· Carousel Brainstorming:  Split into groups.  Pass around papers with topics and write words/phrases on them.  They can’t use ones already there.  You can also tape papers on wall and have groups move around the room.
· Before Writing:  Setting a purpose and activating prior knowledge are also fitting for writing assignments.
During Reading- Basics:  Clarify, Predict, Question, Summarize, Think-aloud
· Connect:  text to self, text to friend, text to text, text to world, etc.
· Take Notes:  outlines, Cornell note taking, two column note taking, concept building, frame routine, etc.
· Context Clues:  Look for synonyms, definitions, or clues from the author.
· Sticky Notes:  Students mark points to return to and jot down ideas or questions on them.
· 3-2-1:  Students write down/look for 3 ___, 2 ___, and 1 ___ as specified by the teacher.  (ex. new facts, questions, information disagreed with, confirming information)
· Question Answer Relationships:  right there, think and search, author and you, on my own (also for after reading)
· Jigsaw:  Split the class into groups.  Each group has a different selection to read/become an expert on.  Students go back to their “home groups” to teach their topics.
· Highlighting main ideas and details

After Reading- Basics:  Review, Question, Connect, Synthesize, Opinions, Check predictions, 



Summarize, Draw a diagram, Solve a problem, Create a new problem

· How to Poem:  ex. How to Be Thomas Jefferson, How to Be a Level 5 Hurricane
· Acrostic Summary:  summary written in acrostic poem form
· 5W Poem:  title- Who/What poem is about, What it does, Where, When, Why
· Word Expansion:  Students mark out words to change them into their own words.  (also for during reading)
· Found Summaries:  Students delete words from text and use words not crossed out to write a summary.  (can also be during reading)
· Sticky Note Discussions:  Students complete outcome sentences, which can be written down during reading.  (ex. I found out that…, I was surprised that…, I really agree with…)
· Power Thinking: Instead of Roman numerals just use 1, 2, 3, etc. for headings, subheadings, details, etc.
· Journals:  reflections, summary/reaction, double entry
· Double Entry Diary:  quote in left column, reaction in right column (also for during)
· Exit Slips:  Students must write down a specified piece of information in order to leave class.  (ex. Today I changed my mind about…, Two questions I have from today are…)
· Point of View Writings

Text Structure:  Discuss, analyze, notice it!
· Headings and Subheadings

· Text Emphasis:  bold, italics, color, underlining

· Visual Aids:  photographs, illustrations, diagrams, charts, tables, graphs, clip art, maps

· Within Text:  cause and effect, concept and definition, enumeration/listing, steps/process, chronological order/sequencing, generalization, compare and contrast
Graphic Organizers:  KWL (before, during, and after!), Venn diagram, Webs, The Frame
· Vocabulary Word Map:  map of synonyms, antonyms, meaningful sentence, and picture

· Frayer Model:  essential characteristics, non-essential characteristics, examples, non-examples

· Concept of Definition Map:  Put the concept in the middle.  Name the category, a comparison, characteristics, and examples.
· Paragraph Frames:  Give students sentence starters for topic sentences, concluding sentences, etc.; like fill-in-the-blanks (for writing assignments).
· Spool Papers:  used for prewriting/organizing, good visual for learning about/using thesis statements (see diagram at the bottom)
· Open Mind software

· Activboard Organizers

· Story Maps

· Timelines:  illustrated or with no illustrations

Interactive Notebook:  It begins with a table of contents.  The pages are numbered.  The right side is information given by the teacher, and the left side is student interpreation/notes/activity.
SQ3R:  survey (like previewing the selection), question (ask questions while you survey), read (pay attention to text structure), recite (take notes, review notes, highlight, ask yourself questions, etc.), review (review notes, look over highlighting, make flashcards, etc.)  (for before, during, and after)
Writing Process Steps:  Prewriting, Rough Draft, Revise, Edit, Final Draft
MLA Format:  headings, in-text citations, works cited page (for writing)
Conferences:  Teacher-Student Conferences, Peer Editing Conferences (Students use a checklist.)
RAFT:  Role, Audience, Form, Topic (for writing assignments)
Sustained Writing Activity:  Keep writing until the teacher says to stops
